
Isaiah 21:6 This is what the Lord said to me: “Go, post a lookout and have him report what he 
sees.” 

This was said to Isaiah in the vision.  He represents himself as in Babylon and as hearing God 
commanding him to set a watchman on the watch tower would announce what is to come.  

Isaiah is the watchmen.  So, what are the characteristics of a watchmen?  Watchmen of biblical 
days would be similar to the sentries of today.  They needed to be vigilant.  They most always 
be on guard and realize what is dangerous.  They must be discerning between good and evil.   

A watchman must have courage to confront evil.  Isaiah the prophet must call out what he 
sees.  Don’t allow it to overtake you.   

A watchman must be faithful and obedient to who is in command.  He must always be 
reliable.  Watchmen of today are the spiritual leaders.  They will be a lookout who will not 
fabricate or falsify.  The lookout is not to be mettled with nor intimidated.  He perseveres at all 
costs.  This entire vision refers to the conquest of Babylon by Assyria.   

This vision also refers to the future for those who are oppressed.  This is the eschatological 
Babylon and the day of the Lord.  What is eschatological Babylon?  This is spoken of in 
Revelation 17.  Babylon is seen as a prostitute and anti-God.  She sits on a beast, the anti-
Christ.  Isaiah saw the beast then and now but when the Lord comes, you and I the victor will be 
seen.
